Mom assignments for Scavenger hunt:

1. WHERE: Essentials room White board
WHAT: Monitor kids to make sure they stay on task; help if they can’t remember the list. Their task is to
“Write the 4 sentence structures on the whiteboard in an Essentials classroom.” ERASE once they complete the
task.
Answers: Simple, Compound, Complex, Compound-Complex

2. WHERE: Junior Playground (connected to Splash Building)
WHAT: Monitor kids to make sure they don’t get hurt or distracted; help if they can’t remember the list. Their task is to
“Run around the “baby” playground and sing the prepositions song as loud as possible!”
Answer: Chart J

3. WHERE: Soccer field next to Splash Building.
WHAT: Monitor kids to make sure they don’t get hurt or distracted; help if they can’t remember the list. Their task is to go
“outside in the “soccer” field, spin around while you shout the 8 parts of speech.”

ANSWER: Noun, Pronoun, Verb, Adverb, Conjunction, Interjection, Preposition, Adjective

4. WHERE: Pirate Ship in “lunch room.”
WHAT: Monitor kids to make sure they don’t touch or climb on the ship. Help if they can’t remember the list. Their
task is to “Go to the pirate ship, and pretend there are people on the ship. Tell them what the 7 sentence

patterns are.”
ANSWER: S-Vi, S-Vit-DO, S-VI-PN, S-VI-PA, S-Vi-I0-DO, S-Vi-DO-OCN, S-Vt-DO -OCA

5. WHERE: Our Essentials Room
WHAT: Help kids if they can’t remember the list. Their task is to “In your Essentials room, point to chairs using the 4
DEMONSTRATIVE PRONOUN.”
ANSWER: This, that, these, those are the demonstrative pronouns.
